Function

The primary pulsed power supply was deve-
loped for fieldbus applications that transfer
power and data via one two-wire line (AS-
Interface concept). With an output current of
2.8 A, it supplies a fully configured AS-Inter-
face system.

In this case, the power supply is responsible
for supplying power, decoupling the data to
the supply source and providing for symmetry
of the two output lines (AS-Interface + and
AS-Interface -) relative to the machine mass
(shield connection).
