The T-handle wire insertion tool is equipped with a
slotted biade design which is used to insert the wire
into the MTA connsctor. The biade is designed to fit
into the connector slot 16 terminata the wire using the
Displacement Terminating Techniqus.

The tool number iz stamped on the tool side and the
AMP marking is molded on both sides. Insertion tool
59803-1 is designed for connectors with contacts on
100-in. centers (MTA 100). and insertion tool

59804-1 is demigned for connectors with .156-in
centars (MTA 158).
